Imaginative and creative

Effective introduction (brings reader right into the action of the story)

The ending is purposeful (it leaves the reader thinking)

Sensory detail (a reader can see, hear and feel the experience)

Emotions and feelings (there’s lots of I)

Descriptive language (language is interesting)

There’s a So What? (a meaning or significance was discovered by the memoirist)
Correct spelling and grammar

Writing flows smoothly

Form (organization, paragraphing)
